 improve capabilities with participating member organisations both to prevent, through 

emphasising on hardening and resilience, and respond to cyber threats 

 establish an intelligence-sharing forum where participants interact and share information 

regarding cyber threats  

 drive benefit from, and provide benefit to, the National Cyber Threat Picture by ensuring any 

technical, machine speed threat intelligence sharing is compatible with the national cyber threat 

intelligence platform, Australian Signals Directorate’s Cyber Threat Intelligence Sharing (ASD 

CTIS)  

 establish and maintain relationships with existing threat intelligence sharing forums to enable 

sharing of meaningful threat intelligence to the healthcare ecosystem.
