The grant opportunity was announced as part of the Inspiring Australia - Science Engagement
Programme. The Australian Government has announced a total of $7.23 million per year in
ongoing funding for the program. For this grant opportunity, $1.6 million is available each year.

The objective of the grant opportunity is to provide organisations, such as schools and community
groups, with funds to sponsor a student or group of students to participate in:

e in-person and virtual STEM engagement events, activities and competitions hosted in
Australia and New Zealand (where permitted by COVID-19 restrictions)

e virtual STEM engagement events, activities and competitions hosted overseas (students to
participate remotely from Australia).

The maximum grant amount is $15,000 and the minimum is $1,500.

Government schools in New South Wales (NSW), South Australia (SA), Tasmania (TAS) and
Western Australia (WA) are not legal entities in their own right. You must include your relevant
state or territory education department’s ABN as Collaborator in your application in order to enter
into a grant agreement.
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Non-government schools including catholic organisations that are unincorporated entities must
apply through a related incorporated entity in order to enter into a grant agreement.
